Proclamation of the Gospel by Deeds: Bond Between a Love-Filled Hearing of God’s Word and Selfless Service to Brothers and Sisters

INTRODUCTION

The contribution of a consecrated person to the mission of the Church, in the area of proclamation by deed, that is, witness in service, involves service rendered to the poor (preference for the poor). In every age there have been men and women who, obedient to the Father’s call and to the prompting of the Spirit, have chosen this special way of following Christ to devote themselves to him with an “undivided” heart (cf. 1 Cor. 7:34). Like the apostles, they too have left everything behind to be with Christ and to put themselves, as he did, at the service of God and their brothers and sisters. Through the many charisms of spiritual and apostolic life bestowed on them by the Holy Spirit, the consecrated persons are called to make the mystery and mission of the Church shine forth and renew society.

St John Paul II emphasises in his apostolic exhortation Vita Consecrata that the specific contribution of consecrated persons is “first of all the witness of a life given totally to God and to their brothers and sisters, in imitation of the Saviour who, out of love for humanity, made himself a servant” (VC, 73). According to him, “consecrated persons make visible, in their consecration and total dedication, the loving and saving presence of Christ, the one consecrated by the Father and sent on a mission. Allowing themselves to be won over by him, they prepare to become, in a certain way, a prolongation of his humanity” (Cf. VC, 25). 
1. Preaching the Word as well as charitable works are messianic activities
Consecrated persons, engaged in the active life, manifest Christ in his proclamation of the Kingdom of God to the multitudes in his healing of the sick and his suffering, in his work of converting sinners to a better life, in his solicitude for the young people, and in his goodness to all. As consecrated persons, we are called to share Jesus with others not only by our lives and words but also by our deeds, good deeds, and charitable, social and developmental works (apostolic ministries). It is not sufficient that we love only in word and speech, but it should also be in action and truth (cf. 1 Jn 3:18). In the Gospels, we see Jesus involved in charitable and social work, as he was in the preaching of the Gospel. 

In his reply to John the Baptist’s inquiry about him as Messiah, Jesus answered, “Go and tell John what you hear and see: the blind receive their sight, the lame walk, the lepers are cleansed, the deaf hear, the dead are raised, and the poor have good news brought to them” (Matt 11:4-5). Here, Jesus categorically asserts that preaching the Word as well as charitable works are messianic activities, and charitable and social works are an important part of evangelisation. Through the parable of the Good Samaritan (Lk 10:25-27), Jesus presents the love of God and the love of our brothers and sisters as two sides of the same coin and inseparable realities. He commands the lawyer to go and do charitable works to inherit eternal life. Through this parable, Jesus redefines what it means to love our neighbour. 

Love requires action, sacrifice, and breaking social barriers. Jesus’ response to the lawyer didn’t just redefine "neighbour"; it redefined love itself. Rather than debating legal obligations, Jesus shifted the focus to mercy and action. Our neighbour includes everyone, especially those society often overlooks, the poor, the marginalised, and even those we consider enemies. Jesus challenges us to love people who are different from us. That means showing kindness to those from different backgrounds, cultures, or beliefs and reaching out to those in need, even when it’s inconvenient. True love isn’t selective; it’s sacrificial and authentic. Through this parable, He showed that love extends beyond social, ethnic, cultural and religious divisions. Are we willing to embrace the same radical love Jesus calls us to? 
2. Overcoming Prejudice and Loving Beyond Differences
Jesus used a Samaritan in His story to make a point: love knows no boundaries. Prejudice, cultural differences, and personal bias must never stop us from showing mercy. We are called to love beyond race, caste, status, politics, and past hurts. One of the biggest obstacles to love is indifference. Like the priest and the levite, we often see suffering but choose to walk away. Sometimes, we are too busy, afraid, or overwhelmed to get involved. Other times, we justify inaction by thinking, “Someone else will help.” Jesus warns us against this kind of thinking. Love requires action. If we ignore those in need, we miss the heart of God’s message. The Samaritan didn’t just feel compassion; he acted on it. That’s the difference between a passive belief and a faith that truly transforms lives. The Parable of the Good Samaritan reminds us that real love requires stepping outside our comfort zones. Are we willing to be good Samaritans in a world that desperately needs God’s love?

Jesus also gives a simple yet powerful command: “Go and do likewise.” He doesn’t just want us to admire the Samaritan’s kindness; he calls us to live it out. Love is not a concept to discuss; it’s an action to demonstrate. Following Jesus means actively showing mercy, even when it’s inconvenient, costly, or uncomfortable. This parable forces us to examine our own hearts. Do we see the suffering around us, or do we look away? Are we willing to break social and personal barriers to show love? Jesus challenges us to be the Good Samaritan in our daily lives. 

The Parable of the Good Samaritan teaches us that love is more than words; it’s an action. True love breaks barriers, reaches the hurting, and sacrifices for others. The Samaritan didn’t hesitate, calculate the cost, or make excuses. He simply acted in love. Now, we must ask ourselves: Are we living as Good Samaritans? Do we see the needs around us, or do we pass by like the priest and the Levite? Love requires us to move beyond selfishness, fear, and indifference. It calls us to love even those who are different, difficult, or unexpected. Let’s take a moment to reflect. Who are the “neighbours” God is calling us to love? How can we overcome excuses that keep us from helping others? What specific actions can we make this month to show Christlike compassion? Jesus’s words are clear: “Go and do likewise.” This parable isn’t just a story; it’s a call to action. Will we respond with love, or will we walk away unchanged? The choice is ours.
3. Faith and Love in Action is Truly the Heart of the Mission
In a world where words often come cheap, the call to live out our faith through action is more crucial than ever. Understanding biblical and Christlike love in these terms reveals a profound truth: love is not merely something we should say; it is something we must do. One powerful passage of Scripture that reveals the various ways that Christian love is made manifest in our lives is the fruit of the Spirit: love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, and self-control (Gal 5:22-23). Interestingly, the first fruit he lists is love. Why? Because it is the one from which every other fruit flows and finds its source. In other words, if we love others (and when we love others), it will manifest itself in all the other fruit (attitudes and actions) of the Spirit. At the heart of the Christian life is love. Paul emphasises that love is the principal virtue from which all other fruits flow. In Galatians 5:13, he reminds us that true Christian freedom is expressed through loving and sacrificial service to others. This echoes Jesus’ own words in John 15:13, where He states, “Greater love has no one than this, that someone lay down his life for his friends.” Love is the fulfilment of the law (Gal 5:14) and the greatest of all virtues (1 Cor 13:13). 

The letter of St James is a beautiful description of faith in action. The letter highlights the theology of faith and work, the primacy of faith or good works in one’s salvation. St James states that our faith in Jesus should lead us to do good works. Faith must be demonstrated in works to be a living faith (Jam 2:14–26). Can faith save you? If a brother or a sister is naked and lacks daily food and one of you says to them, “Go in peace; keep warm and eat your fill,” yet you do not supply their bodily needs, what is the good of that? So, faith by itself, if it has no works, is dead (Jam 2:14-17). He also insists that we need to be doers of the word and not merely hearers of the word (Jam 1:22).

The different apostolates carried out today by the consecrated persons are indeed evangelisation and mission. The context of racial discrimination in the distribution of daily food in the Acts of the Apostles and the subsequent appointment of the seven to serve the poor widows enables us to understand that the preaching of the Word, as well as charitable works, are important aspects of evangelisation right from the early Church (cf. Acts 6:1-7).   St Paul, while explaining the nature of new life in Jesus to the newly converted Ephesians, tells them that they were given new birth in Jesus for good works: “For we are what he has made us, created in Christ Jesus for good works” (Eph 2:10). In his letter to the Corinthians, he lavishly appreciates the generosity of the Macedonian churches in helping the poor despite their own poverty because they understood that charity was part of Christian ministry (cf. 2 Cor 8:1-7).

Pope St John Paul II reminds Christians of the importance of carrying out charitable works. He says that many things are necessary for the Church’s journey through history, but without charity, all will be in vain. Quoting 1 Cor 13:2, he points out that faith without love will come to nothing. Love is truly the heart of the Church. He also quotes the words of St Thérèse of Lisieux, “I understood that the Church had a Heart and that this Heart was aflame with Love. I understood that Love alone stirred the members of the Church to act... I understood that Love encompassed all vocations, that Love was everything.” Finally, all the pastoral activities are to be inspired by the ‘new commandment’ which Jesus gave us: ‘Love one another, as I have loved you’ (Jn 13:34).
CONCLUSION 

The consecrated life constitutes a well-defined call for the mission in the Church. The consecrated persons, therefore, are at the service of the mission. Still, by their consecration and by being what they are, a consecrated person has the privilege to evangelise, to make present in the world, faithfully and radically, Jesus Christ himself. The witness in the service of consecrated persons shows that the divine charity is the foundation and stimulus of freely given and active love. It involves presence, sharing, solidarity, and, which is an essential element and generally the first one, evangelisation. By rendering various services to society with preference for the poor and the sick, as consecrated persons, we are to give honour to Christ by speaking and doing the development work for humanity. 

Without the preferential option for the poor, as Pope Francis notes, the proclamation of the Gospel, which is itself the prime form of charity, risks being misunderstood or overwhelmed by the vast array of words that daily engulf us in today’s society of mass communications. What precisely does the way of consecrated persons render the witness in service to the poor? In loving attentiveness, which is the beginning of a true concern for their person, that inspires us effectively to seek their good. This entails appreciating the poor in their goodness, in their experience of life, in their culture, and in their ways of living the faith. The poor person, when loved, “is esteemed as of great value”, and this is what makes the authentic option for the poor genuine. Based on this real and sincere closeness, can we properly accompany the poor on their path of liberation?

On 2 April 2026, Maundy Thursday, we commemorate the institution of the Holy Eucharist and the Priesthood by our Lord Jesus Christ. This sacred day invites us to reflect on the commandment of love expressed through humble service, especially in the washing of the feet. We are called to imitate Christ’s example by serving one another with compassion and humility. The faithful are encouraged to participate devoutly in the Eucharistic celebration and spend time in adoration before the Blessed Sacrament. It is a moment to renew our commitment to self-giving love and unity. Let us offer our gratitude for the gift of the Eucharist with prayerful hearts.
On 3 April 2026, Good Friday, we solemnly remember the Passion and Death of our Lord Jesus Christ on the Cross. This is a day marked by fasting, penance, and deep prayer, inviting us to enter into the mystery of Christ’s sacrificial love. Through the veneration of the Cross, we contemplate the depth of God’s mercy and sacrifice for humanity. We are called to unite our own sufferings with Christ for the salvation of the world. Silence and recollection are encouraged, as we reflect on this profound mystery. All are invited to participate devoutly in the Good Friday liturgical service.
On 4 April 2026, Holy Saturday, the Church remains in silence as it meditates on the burial of Jesus, awaiting the joy of the Resurrection. It is a day of quiet hope and prayerful reflection on God’s plan of salvation. The faithful are encouraged to spend time in contemplation, preparing their hearts for the celebration of Easter. The Easter Vigil, celebrated during the night, is the most solemn liturgy of the year. Through the lighting of the Paschal Candle, the victory of Christ over darkness and death is proclaimed. Let us participate in this sacred celebration with deep faith and anticipation.
On 5 April 2026, we celebrate the Resurrection of the Lord: Easter proclaims the glorious victory of life over death and light over darkness.
